The property must be transferred to NWHM within three years and the building phase must begin within five years, similar to requirements Congress has placed on other museums. 

Washington, DC is a city of symbols that reflect what we, as a nation, honor. I support this Museum's efforts to ensure that women are recognized in a prestigious place in our Capital. I strongly urge you to help make this happen. 

Please co-sponsor and support HR 6548 that will provide a permanent home to the National Women's History Museum.
